As a non-member / prospective member, you may visit the club to tour the
facilities between 8:00am and dusk any day of the week. You are not permitted
to use the ranges. The caretaker or a range safety officer may approach you to
find out what you are up to. Let them know you are visiting the club to tour the
facility and that you are considering becoming a member. They can answer some
guestions that you might have. If need be, let them know that you have
previously spoken with me, Steve Engel, about becoming a member. My
preference would be for you to attend a new member safety briefing. We hold a
new member range safety briefing on the 2" Saturday of each month. A range
safety officer walks and talks new members through each range and safety
expectations.

We do not offer family memberships but the rates for a spouse and/or children
are quite reasonable.
